tank, the hawk would have drowned.  Each 
time the hawk fell in, it would  pull itself out of the sewer and 
onto the pipe. 
 Animal Control sent Mark Hinkle to help rescue the 
hawk.  Silver Springs Rescue was called and they said they 
would take the hawk if Animal Control retrieved him.  Hinkle 

slowly walked close to the hawk; and crouching down, he 
moved a pole with a net closer to the hawk.  I was afraid the 
hawk would be scared and fall back into the tank.   To my 
astonishment, the hawk put one foot on the pole and then the 
other.  He let Hinkle lift him out of the sewer to the guard rail.  
After the hawk sat on the rail for a few seconds, it flew off to a 
nearby RV to dry its wings.  I was very happy the hawk could 
be rescued, and that the sewer plant operator took the time to 
let me know there was a problem.  I do not think this hawk will 
visit us again.  I was very impressed with Animal Control and 
the job Mark Hinkle did to help the hawk.
