Minimizing water usage for irrigation is an important 
goal in Marion Landing.  Micro-irrigation can help with this 
cause.  It consists of a series of small sprinklers and drippers 
that puts the water right where it is needed. This is an ideal 
method for watering gardens, landscaping around your house, 
and even individual plants, both in the ground and in pots.  
This type of watering system uses water so efficiently that nor-
mal watering restrictions are waived.  You can water every day 
if you feel it is needed, but it should be done before 8 AM or 
after 6 PM.  Residents can even do their own installations and 
Architectural Control Applications are NOT required.

this, it will become very easy and you will be finding all kinds of 
ways to use this storage method.

Now we’ll go back to the email program.  Before you 
do, close the program you were just in.  Open your email and 
highlight the message that will match the named folder you just 
made.  With this message still highlighted, go to the top of the 
screen, find the “File Bar” and click on the name “File”.  From 
the drop down menu select “Save As”.  This will open your “My 
Documents” program.  If you have more than one folder, find the 
folder you made for this message.  Double click to open the 
folder.  You should see the subject title of the message already 
highlighted at the bottom of the window.  You can rename it or 
accept it as it is.  Click the “Save” button on the Right of this 
screen.  You now have your message stored in your hard drive 
for safekeeping.  You can pull this for viewing anytime you wish.  
If it has an attachment, you can save it the same way except 
you will select “Save Attachment” instead of “Save As”.  This 
only saves the attachment, not the message itself.
